Guided Reading Questions- Answer the following questions in complete sentences and with page citations, if applicable.
Book 3: The Track of a Storm
Chapters 1-8
1. (Ch. 1) Contrast Charles' journey to France with the expectations he had prior to making it.  What does “In Secret” mean?
2. (Ch. 2) In whose former residence is Tellsen’s bank now located? What is the grindstone used for? Of what is it a symbol? How does that connect with Dickins characterization of the mob?

3. (Ch. 3) How does Madame Defarge treat Lucie when they meet? How is light and dark imagery used in this novel?

4. (Ch. 4) Why do the revolutionaries respect Dr. Manette? What kind of power and privileges have the people given him?  How does he use this to his and Charles’s advantage?

5. (Ch. 5) How has the wood sawyer, formally the mender of roads, changed?  Contrast how he interacts with Lucie and little Lucie in this chapter to how he behaved in past chapters.  What is Dickens suggesting through this character? 

6. (Ch. 6) What evidence resulted in the “Triumph” of the trial? Be thorough. 

7. (Ch. 7)  It is in this chapter that Lucie’s dreaded “footsteps” are finally heard-what are they?  What is going on? Why does this accusation have a different feel to it than the first one?

8.  (Ch. 8) Someone in Ms. Pross’ life comes back from the dead, so to speak.  Who is it?  What is he doing in France?  What does Jerry Cruncher reveal about this person’s partner Roger Cly? How does all this information play into Syney Carton’s metaphorical “hand at cards”?
