(from whose point of view is this poem told?)

What is the occasion? 

(what is going on in the poem?)

What is the purpose? (Why did the author –not the poem’s speaker-write this poem?)

Consider -what emotions does the speaker evoke in the reader?

What might be the lasting theme?

What literary devices are used to emphasize the theme and purpose? (Include line numbers.)

Is a dilemma presented in the poem? Explain.

Can you recognize any level of moral development present in the poem?

Find someone in the class who has a poem that connects to your poem’s theme or purpose, speaker “voice,”  or dilemma/content/occasion.
