Mythology and You
Olympian Family Choice Homework (#4 and #5). 
We have completed reading “In the Beginning” and have a good idea of the Greek beliefs about creation.  Now we will learn about the other gods and goddesses who make up the Pantheon.

I. ALL STUDENTS MUST: Read EACH of the following myths and take notes on them. 
(Notes will be checked for a class prep grade) 
1. “Metis and Athena”

2. “Dione, Aphrodite, and Eros”

3. “Hera, Hephaestus, and Ares”

4. “Leto and Apollo”

5. “Demeter and Persephone”

6. “Nemesis”

II.  ANY STUDENT CAN complete the following OPTIONAL Choice HW (#4-#5 of term).  You may present your work to the class, depending on time.  Anyone who completes this fulfills 2 HWs. 
Here are some options for the creation of your poster (on 8X11 paper). 

1. Illustrate your favorite scene from one of the myths.  On the front, under your drawing, include a direct quotation from the myth as a caption for your scene. On the back of your drawing, (1) summarize the most significant event(s) of the myth.  (2) Vividly describe the major gods and goddesses who play a part in your myth; (3) Indicate the purpose of your myth - -  What phenomenon does it explain?  What lesson does it teach?

2. Draw a 6 framed cartoon illustrating the main events of one of the myths. Each frame should have a caption under it that explains the events in the scene. On the back of your cartoon, (1) Vividly describe the major gods and goddesses who play a part in your myth; (2) Indicate the purpose of your myth - -  What phenomenon does it explain?  What lesson does it teach?
3. Write a tabloid-style article about the myth. There should be a “photo” and a caption on your newspaper. Make sure to include a compelling title! The article should include the most significant events of the myth; it should vividly describe the major gods and goddesses who play a part in your myth; it should also indicate the purpose of your myth - -  What phenomenon does it explain?  What lesson does it teach?
4. Create a “Wanted” poster for the villain in the myth.  Write about the crime with which the villain is charged and determine what his or sentence will be. On the back of your drawing, (1) summarize the most significant event(s) of the myth.  (2) Vividly describe the major gods and goddesses who play a part in your myth; (3) Indicate the purpose of your myth - -  What phenomenon does it explain?  What lesson does it teach?
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A range:

- the myth is thoroughly developed

- all major gods and goddesses are described vividly

- purpose of the myth is clear and insightful

- poster shows flawless attention to detail

- presentation is delivered clearly, and all group members spoke equally

B range: 

- myth is developed

- most major gods and goddesses are described vividly

- purpose of the myth is clear

- poster could have demonstrated more attention to detail

- speech is delivered clearly and most group members spoke equally

C range:

- myth lacks development

- major gods and goddesses are vaguely described

- purpose of myth is unclear

- poster is sloppy or missing a requirement

- speech is delivered in an unclear manner or all group members did not speak equally

D range:

- myth is underdeveloped

- missing many major gods and goddesses

- did not include purpose

- poster is incomplete

- speech is delivered in an unclear manner and all group members did not speak equally
