My Progress in Humanities English: Semester 1

Rubric: 
A. An excellent description of your progress.
Introduction is persuasive; it grabs the reader’s attention, and has clear MI with specific DIs; line of development consistently and effectively uses details and analysis that show growth rather than telling about it; line of development is coherent and easy to follow; grammar and mechanics are nearly flawless. 
B. A very good narrative with occasional mistakes in the line of development. 
Introduction is appropriate; it attempts to grab the reader’s attention, has clear MI, but DIs could be more specific; line of development consistently and effectively uses details and analysis that show growth with some lapses; explanations would benefit from addition or clarification; minor errors in grammar and mechanics begin to interrupt reading of the paper.

C. Narrative is a work in progress: all aspects of the assignment have been faithfully attempted, but further revision and editing are necessary. 

Introduction is adequate; it attempts to grab the reader’s attention, but MI and DIs are vague and would benefit from addition or clarification; line of development tells too much and causes some confusion for the reader; details and analysis must be enhanced; errors in grammar and mechanics distract the reader.

D. Narrative is common, unfocused, and confusing. 

Introduction is unacceptable: the MI is unclear and the DIs are missing; line of development is incomplete and disorganized, and the reader cannot understand the ideas that the writer is trying to convey; errors in grammar and mechanics consistently distract the reader and reflect a hurried, careless execution of the assignment.
